IT’S THAT TIME OF YEAR AGAIN... 
 

As we drive around the community we are noticing it is 
time for some homes to be washed free of the buildup of 
mold and dirt that happen each season. Take a look at 
the outside of your home to see if your home needs to 

be cleaned of seasonal dirt and de-
bris. Check your roof to see if there 
is a build up of moss, pine needles 
and leaves that need to be cleared 
off.  Keeping your roof clean ex-
tends the life of your shingles and 
your home.  There are products you 
can purchase to clear your roof 
of moss, but white vinegar sprayed 
onto your roof will do the same 
job without harmful chemicals.  
 
Part of being a homeowner is tak-
ing care of the maintenance of 
your home to keep it looking great 

and checking for repairs that need to be done. Mold 
and dirt accumulate on the outside of homes and they 
periodically need to be cleaned.  There are  vinyl siding 
cleaners out there that are specific for this type of 
work. You can also use white vinegar and water, Simple 
Green, or a combo of Dawn dishwashing detergent and 
white vinegar.  What ever mix you use, a good stiff 
brush with an extendable handle will allow you to 
stay on the ground to get the job done.  You also can 
hire someone to power wash the home, but this simple 
task can be a DYI project.

No Bake Summer Berry Icebox 
Cake 
Prep time:  4 hours 15 mins 
Total time: 4 hours 15 mins

Serves: 12-16 
 
Ingredients 
19 oz graham crackers 
8 oz cream cheese, softened 
2 (3.4 oz) packages Vanilla Instant 
Pudding 
2-1/2 cups cold milk 
12 oz Cool whip (or homemade whipped cream) 
3 cups fresh strawberries, sliced 
1-1/2 cups fresh blueberries 
2 oz white chocolate chips 
 
Instructions 
1. Beat cream cheese and dry pudding mixes in large bowl 

with mixer until blended. 
2. Gradually beat in milk. 
3. Gently stir in Cool Whip or homemade whipped cream, 

reserving ½ cup. 
4. Spread a thin layer of cool whip in a 9x13 pan just to 

coat the bottom. 
5. Layer 5 graham crackers across the center of the pan, 

then 2 more, breaking them as needed to fit around 
the top and bottom edges. 

6. Spread a layer of pudding mixture over grahams and 
top with a layer of blueberries and sliced strawberries. 

7. Place graham crackers on top of berries, then pudding 
mixture, then layer of berries again. 

8. Repeat the graham-pudding-berries layers 1 more time (3 
times total) and you should reach the top of the pan. 

9. Refrigerate for at least 4 hours or overnight until 
the graham crackers have softened completely. 

10. When ready to serve, melt white chocolate chips in a 
bowl as directed on package and drizzle over dessert. 

11. You can use a spoon to drizzle it over the tops of the 
berries or you can put it into a small zip-top bag and 
snip Off the corner for an easy "piping bag."
